RODEO GOOD NEIGHBOR AGREEMENT

MINI-GRANT PROCESS
PURPOSE:   1)
To fulfill the Unocal Fund Agreement.

2) To create a quicker, simpler funding mechanism for very small grant requests than is available in the competitive, regular grant process.

ELIGIBILITY: Applicants must be legally incorporated non-profit organizations or be fiscally represented by a legally incorporated non-profit organization, and provide services within the Contra Costa County R-10 service area.  Grants are not made to individuals, nor for the benefit of individuals.  IRS requirements apply.  The applying organization or agency must be operated and organized so that it does not discriminate or give preference on the basis of race, religion, sex, age, national origin or disabilities.

GRANT LIMIT:
Mini-grants will not exceed $1,000.  Sectioning projects to meet this limit, will not be allowed.  

BUDGET:
Minigrants will reduce the funds available for competitive grants and must therefore be both small, productive and publicly popular.  “First-come-first-serve” is not the intent in making mini-grants.

APPLICATION

PROCEDURES:
1)
Minigrant applications must be filed with the RMAC, PO Box

438, Rodeo, CA 94572. Applications will be accepted at any time.

2)
Applicants must submit 10 copies of each proposal with signed mini-grant application form.

3) The RMAC will consider mini-grants at its regular meeting as a regular agenda item.  The receipt deadline for inclusion in a meeting’s agenda is two weeks prior to the scheduled meetings.
4) Funded applicants must sign grant agreements with reporting requirements and other conditions.

5) Projects are to be completed within one year of award.

6) The RMAC will send a request to the organization requesting a final report on activity and expenses at the end of one year or the end of the period provided in the request whichever is earlier.

7) The Board will submit requests to the East Bay Community Foundation that mini-grant checks be cut as soon as possible.  Applicants may need to be patient.
